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Transport:  

The official’s airport will be:

Transport will be provided on arrival and departure from and to this airport only. 

On arrival at the airport, you will be met by an Event Representative who will assist 

you with your transfer to the venue. Teams will be transported directly to the official 

accommodation. There is NO earlier arrival or late departure! Any arrival or 

departure, out of the official days, will be responsible for arranging their own 

transport. The HOC takes no responsibility for missed flights due to traffic, the 

competition overrunning or teams not completing the competition due to early 

departure. Early departure does not qualify for a reduction fee.  

 

 

Meals:  

• First Meal provided – Dinner on day of arrival  

• Last Meal provided – Breakfast on day of departure  

 

Breakfast, Lunch packs and Dinner will be served in the Hotel. The competition 

schedule will not include lunch breaks, so meals will be served over a long enough 

period to allow everyone to eat during the day. It is the responsibility of each 

country to advise the HOC of any special dietary requirements as part of the Last 

Confirmation. 

 

Insurance:  

All participating nations must arrange medical and accident including repatriation 

insurance for the entire length of their stay. The insurance should cover all the 

athletes and staffs.  
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Doping Control:  

Please be advised that this event is subject to anti-doping testing in accordance with 

the policies and procedures of World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) regulations. 

Anti-doping will take place during the competition.
