Rapid tests are advised for those who will experience symptoms of COVID 19 and if 
positive to do confirmatory PCR testing in one of the drive-thru stations. Kindly contact 
your assigned LOC team manager for instructions on where to buy rapid tests if 
required. 

Positive patients will be isolated for 7 days in a private room in their residency at their 
cost. 

According to the new protocol, positive patients who become asymptomatic requires 
to end the isolation status should take a rapid test and be tested negative. In such a 
case, the following confirmatory PCR testing in a private clinic should be taken to 
confirm the status and end the isolation. 
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For departure, if the guest’s destination country requires PCR test there will be a 
private clinic at the hotel (or we will arrange transportation to a private clinic) that will 
do the PCR testing for the participants and delegations, note that the PCR test cost 
must be covered by the participant/delegation. 

 

It is essential that each person download the below application 
before departure on their personal mobile device, as 
this mobile application has all updates about COVID-
19 countermeasures and test results and if the 
delegations need the PCR test printed, they need to inform 
their country manager.
